Check for deterioration and decay.  Remove and replace or repair deteriorated wood.  Unsound 
wood should be repaired prior to applying LIFELINE ULTRA-1 Professional.

All surfaces should be free from mill glaze and contaminates including dirt, dust, mold and 
mildew, old finishes, water repellents and wax.
